Summary: Student Ambassador Program Description 

The KPE Student Ambassador program provides students with an 
opportunity to enhance their personal, professional, organizational and 
leadership skills and to take an active part in university life while participating 
in KPE initiatives. 
 
Ambassadors attend KPE recruitment events (Ontario Universities Fair, Fall 
Campus Day, information evenings, etc.) and speak with prospective 
students and their parents. Ambassadors provide information and answer 
questions about the Bachelor of Kinesiology program and opportunities 
available to students, as well as share their personal experiences in the 
program. 
 
Student Ambassador Position Description 
The KPE Ambassador team consists of students from second to fourth/fifth 
year. These students have excellent communication, interpersonal skills, are 
ambitious, proactive, and driven toward helping people. Through their 
experiences inside the classroom, in the labs and through their involvement 
in the KPE community, they have obtained a well-rounded university 
experience that they are dedicated to, and enthusiastic about sharing. As 



 

such, they are keen to play an integral role in helping others determine why 
KPE and the University of Toronto is the ideal place for them to pursue their 
post-secondary education. KPE Ambassadors must be available to work 
occasional weekends and evenings. This position is recognized for Co-
curricular involvement and is eligible for a students Co-curricular Record 
(CCR).  

Tour Guide Duties: 
• Ambassadors are scheduled on rotating basis to provide tour of the 

KPE facilities  
• Ambassadors will answer questions from prospective students and 

their family members.  
• Be a positive representative of the Faculty and your experiences. 
• Show dedication and enthusiasm to visitors on campus. 

Events: 
• Each ambassador will be required to help with specific events on 

campus. 
Ambassadors will need to attend the Ontario University Fair (OUF) and 
Fall Campus Week (dates are TBD), but will be in September and 
October in a week/weekend.  

• OUF takes place at the Metro Convention Centre.  
The ambassadors will facilitate ice-breakers, group activities and 
discussions during events. 

Social Media Duties: 
• Ambassadors will help in creating content on social media platforms. 

This could include, live stream Q and As, a day in the life on stories, 
etc.  

• Ambassadors must maintain a positive personal social media 
presence during their contract.

• Continuing KPE undergraduate student in good standing (1.7 minimum 
cumulative GPA). 

• Good interpersonal skills. 
• Ability to create a welcoming and inclusive environment. 
• Ability to exercise good judgement.

their families. 
• Teamwork skills. 
• Be a welcoming person to visitors on our campus
