Summary: The Learn to Skate Instructor is responsible for assisting with the 
development, delivery of the curriculum for their program and for the 
general safety, security and enjoyment of skating for participants in the 
program.  We are looking for responsible, energetic and creative people, 
who work well with a variety of ages (children and adults) and who are 
committed to providing a safe environment for our participants.  Instructors 
will be required to teach skills.  Experience in coaching and instruction of 
children 4 to 16 years old and 17+ is an asset. 
 
Duties include; 

▪ Preparation of a curriculum for a Learn to Skate program 
▪ Creation of lesson plans  
▪ Ensuring facilities and equipment are prepared for all activities by 

preparing equipment, communicating set up needs in advance and 
performing risk management checks on the facility. 

▪ Ensuring completion of all administrative paperwork including 
curriculums, lesson plans, accident reports, staff evaluations and 
feedback forms. 

▪ Responsible for building and maintaining positive group dynamics 
and ensuring that all participants learn and enjoy their time in the 
program.

▪ Basic Rescuer/Level C CPR certificate issued not more than 1 year 
prior to the end of the letter of offer.  Proof of registration in a 
recertification course may be requested.
